

Energy - Adding two feet of overhang shading where the sun is likely to do its most damage lessens the amount of heat and direct sunlight that can penetrate to the interior of the home, lowering cooling bills and reducing damage to furniture and flooring caused by direct UV exposure.

Health -
Low-E windows keep the heat out of the home in the summer and teh cold air out in the winter.  Low-E windows also minimize mold-forming, pest attracting condensation that can impact not only the durability of the windows, but your health as well.

WATER
Deeper topsoil helps retain water and a rain barrel captures water for landscaping.  Drought-resistant plants require less water and maintenance than exotic plants.
